PDF stands foPortable Document Format, which can be used to exchange anc
distribute documents in a manner independent of the application software, hardwar
and operating system used to create it.

A PDF document contains one or more pages. Each page in the document m
comprise a sequence of objects. An object can tegtabject which consists of a
number of text characters,graph object which contains straight lines, rectangles,
and cubic cures, or arimage objectwhich is made of a set of colored pixels.

Eachobject contains a series of attributes that determinatthe object looks like.
Text Objects uséonts to spedy how the characters loglandfont sizesto specify

how large thoseharacters areGraph objects have attributes likéine, width, and

fill type. All objects have common attributes lik@sition, size and orientation.
